Classroom Behavior

Grading/Late Work

In this class, we do most all our assignments, projects, and labs in class.  Students will be assessed by their participation in class and labs, as well as assignments that will be done in class.  I will follow the school-wide grading policy that can be found in your student planner.

 If a student is absent, they need to see me to make up any missed work. Assignments that are late will receive half credit.  Late assignments will be accepted until one week before the end of the trimester.  If a student misses class for any reason, the assignment for that day must be made up within a week upon arrival.

For the sewing unit the students will be required to bring one yard of cotton woven or cotton flannel to sew a pillowcase. I provide the thread.
